What this means for clubs
Tennis NZ requires that clubs adopt and enforce these policies, often through the membership terms & conditions, which all members accept when joining. With the new national model, Tennis NZ expects:
“Clubs become members of their Regional Tennis Organisation and Tennis NZ… Individuals are subject to the Code of Conduct and other national policies.” 
This means many safeguarding, behaviour, data and participant rules are already covered nationally.
